WEEKLY TRASH PICK UP  

REMINDER  
 

Please remember, DO NOT put your  trash 

out prior to the pick up days.  Trash is 

picked up Tuesdays and Fridays and recycling on Mondays.  

The trash should be placed in a receptacle, at the curb the 

day before the scheduled pick up and should not be set out 

until after dusk. Please remember to remove your trash re-

ceptacles from the curbs and roadways and place out of sight 

on the day that the trash has been picked up and remember if 

you have Bulk Trash to be Picked Up, you must call for an 

appointment with Prince Georgeôs County to have your 

items removed. DO NOT put any bulk trash at the curb until 

the day prior to your scheduled pick up.  If your trash recep-

tacles are being stored in the front of your home please place 

them behind your home out of sight. Please replace your 

trash  receptacles if they are old, tattered, falling apart or 

without lids with new ones. Mark the lids and receptacle 

with your house number. DO NOT place trash bags out, 

place them in a receptacle so not to attract bugs and animals.

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                    ARCHITECTURAL REQUESTS  
 

Anyone doing enhancements or brining their home into compliance with the Association By-Laws will need to fill out an Architectural 

Application with the Summit Creek Office.  The processing time for each application can take up to 60 days. No enhancements or altera-

tions to the home or property can be done without written approval or you may be required to remove the enhancement at the ownerôs ex-

pense.  Any owner who has received a violation letter is required to take action in correcting the violation. Please be sure to follow the 

instructions on the application and provide as much documentation as possible (i.e.ï pictures, plats etc.) If  you have already made en-

hancements to your home or property and did not submit an Architectural Application please do so right away to avoid having to 

remove/correct the enhancement. If your structure is not in compliance with the Architectural guidelines you will  have to make the nec-

essary changes so that it meets the requirements.  You can read the Architectural guidelines and get a copy of the application on the Sum-

mit Creek Website at www.summitcreek.org or you can pick one up at the Summit Creek business office, Mondayð Friday between the 

hours of 8:30am and 4:30pm.  Inspections of  the Single Family and Duplex homes within the Summit Creek Community will begin June 

2008. Town Home Re-Inspections will begin May 15, 2008. It is against the By-Laws of Summit Creek Association to place  

storage or structures in the common areas.  Thank you for your co-operation.  

   RENTING OR LEASING YOUR HOME?????  
 

Be advised that the Summit Creek By-Laws, Article VIII, Section 8.03,requires that you provide the Summit 

Creek Associationôs Office a copy of the lease agreement. 

The Association also asks that you provide a copy of the amenities authorized for the tenants use.( pool,  

community center, tennis courts etc.) 

Failure to provide the proper information will result in denial to use any of the amenities of the Association 

by the homeowner and tenant(s).  Please be sure to forward the proper documentation to the On-Site Managers 

Office. 
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 PARKING AND TOWING  

NO COMMERCIAL VEHICLES ARE PERMITTED 

WITHIN THE SUMMIT CREEK COMMUNITY !!! This 

includes homeowners spaces, visitor spaces, handi-

capped spaces, driveways and cul -de-sacõs.  Tractor 

Trailers, Dump Trucks or any other type of Construction 

vehicles are prohibited within the Summit Creek Com-

munity. This is a residential area!!! No Parking is permit-

ted in any areas marked in yellow.  

TOWN HOMES:  

The owners/residents in the town home areas have 

been assigned two (2) parking spaces per household.  

Any additional vehicles must be parked on the county 

road not in other homeowners spaces, visitor spaces or 

handicapped spaces.  

DUPLEX HOMES:  

The owners/residents in the Duplex areas have been 

assigned two (2) parking spaces, unless the home has a 

driveway, and must adhere to the same rules and regu-

lations as the Town Homes. 

SINGLE FAMILY HOMES:  

Homes in the cul -de-sacs are prohibited from having 

cars parked in the driveways that extend beyond the 

driveway.  Residents are encouraged to contact the po-

lice and have the vehicles towed at the vehicle owners 

expense.  

DOUBLE PARKING ANYWHERE WITHIN THE COM-
